INTRODUCTION
* Focusing on the Christ ... the Shadow of Christ.   
* We have spent the past five months considering various fore-types and indicators (shadows) of the coming Messiah.
* Last week we considered Christ as the Davidic King.  David was “a man after God’s own heart.”

* Today’s passage is probably THE BEST KNOWN and MOST QUOTED passage in the entire Bible.  As well, it is probably one of THE MOST 

PROFOUND passages in the Bible.
