INTRODUCTION
* Last week we began a transition in our study of the Biblical history of Israel moving into the period of the divided kingdom. 
* In that study, we saw how God offered ten tribes to Jeroboam the son of Nebat because of the wickedness of Solomon.  Solomon had left his devotion 

to YHWH and began to worship false gods.
* Today, we consider the reign of Jeroboam and fateful decision to lead the northern tribes of Israel down a path that would ultimately lead to their 

destruction.
