INTRODUCTION 
* This is the 9th installment in our study of the book of Zechariah. Lord willing, we will finish our study next Sunday.  
* Over the past two weeks we have considered the 4th Word of YHWH to Zechariah.  In the 4th Word, YHWH declared the coming of the Heavenly King & True Shepherd 

(one and the same) in apposition to Earthly Kings (Greece - Alexander the Great & Rome - Titus) and the Worthless and Foolish Shepherds (disobedient prophets, 
priests and princes … and the anti-Messiah).

* Today, we begin considering the final Word of YHWH to Zechariah – the 5th Word.  This Word of YHWH continues the theme of considering the events surrounding the 
Restoration of Israel in the end times.
