TEXT: Zechariah 3:1-10 TITLE: "The 2™ Word of YHWH (Pt. 2 — The Righteousness of YHWH)" 22 September 2019
INTRODUCTION

* We are studying the book of Zechariah. This study is actually part of a larger commitment to teaching through the Bible. Paul stated to the elders of Ephesus that he had
not shunned to declare to them the whole counsel of God. On August 12", 2012 we began our trek to Study the entirety of God’s Word. We have completed 92% of the
project already. We still have 2 Corinthians and Jude left in the N.T. and Proverbs, Song of Solomon, Micah, Nahum, Haggai and Malachi left in the O.T.

* As we consider Biblical prophecy, we must consider the historical context, Biblical precedent and, most importantly, what is specifically declared within the prophecy.

* Last week, we began considering the first section of the 2" Word of YHWH Zechariah. The 2™ Word of YHWH is broken up into two major sections: The Zeal of YHWH
(for Jerusalem) and The Visions of YHWH. In last week’s message, we saw that YHWH promised that He would return to Jerusalem and take up His residence there.
YHWH would come in person!

* Today, the goal is to finish the first section of the 2™ Word by considering the Righteousness of YHWH presented in Zechariah 3.
